In order to start the year off right I would like you to take time to read through and familiarize yourself with classroom expectations and work/homework policies for the Fourth Grade year. Getting to know how your child’s classroom will operate and understand the rules and work/homework policies will place you in a better position to support and encourage your child’s success this year! 

The first thing I would like to share with you is the need for you to consistently ask for and check your child’s homework each night! I assign homework Monday through Thursday in accordance with district policy. Friday is free of homework so that we can all enjoy our weekend! As always, any work your child does not finish during class time, they will be required to complete at home that night in addition to their assigned homework. Please encourage your child to use their work time wisely and efficiently. They are given ample time in class to complete work. If they work hard and stay on task, they will be able to finish their work, therefore avoiding the need to finish at home that night or have missing work. 

Class bathroom breaks throughout the day include four. I do not give a consequence for children asking to use the bathroom during these breaks. I may ask that they try to wait until I am done giving directions, but that is the extent of it. I will contact you if it becomes a disruption to their learning process so that we can work together to solve the issue.

Students may have a water bottle with a closeable, leak/spill proof lid to keep at their desk if they wish. However, I will send it home with a note that they are not to bring it back if they play with it. Only water may be in the water bottle. No juice, pop, kool-Aid, etc. This will result in it being sent home and the privilege revoked.
Please read through, sign, and return all paper work that is in the first day of school packet. The school needs this info in order to keep records current and up to date. They have deadlines to meet with turning it all into the District/State. Your help in this matter is greatly appreciated and I offer a fun incentive for the children if you have them all filled out and returned by the end of the first week of school!  
I hope that if you have any questions or concerns you will contact me as soon as possible! Quick action ensures success for the children!

Please read the Elementary Discipline Policy as all the rules and consequences for the elementary are clearly stated. Below are the classroom rules and consequences. Please refer to the handbook the first day of school for the lunch room rules and consequences. I support the decisions made by all lunch room staff as they are the ones on duty.
Work/Homework Policies

1. Class work becomes homework if not completed during regular class time.
2. All class work is due the next class day. Ex: Assigned on Monday, due Tuesday Morning when you arrive at school. If class work and homework are not handed in the very next morning, completed, then it is late.
3. Name, date, and title of subject are required to be on all work.

4. Any assignment, except for tests and projects, may be redone if you scored a 69% or lower. The original grade and the redone grade will be averaged for a final score. I will not chase redo papers down. It is student responsibility to get them done and turn them back in. Only the problems that are marked wrong need to be corrected. I will also not make a copy of the paper for any reason. You may also redo on a separate sheet of paper.
5. Late work penalties:

1 day: 20% off final grade

2 days: 40% off final grade

3 or more days: 50% off final grade

You may not redo a redo paper. Papers are allowed one redo only. It is student responsibility to seek me out and ask for help afterschool.
*Work not in by the time official grades are due for quarter report cards, will become 0%-“F”. No exceptions! 

6. All students must fill out their assignment notebooks daily. Only work not completed that day will be written down. I will check and sign each assignment notebook every night. This will be done for the first two quarters. After the second quarter, students will be required to fill out assignment notebooks; however I will no longer sign or require parent signatures. I will check to make sure they are accurate and put a check mark. 
 *Parents need to check them as well and sign when the work is done and

make sure it is in the back packs in order to hand in the next day. There will be NO phone calls home for forgotten work, books, or PE shoes! Parents, you are responsible for checking and signing. No signature by a parent will result in no sticker for that day on the reward chart. This means no reward earned for your child. Lost assignment notebook replacement is the responsibility of the student. No assignment notebook, no first recess.
